ÅAct as a regulatory board to approve, deny, or modify Certificates of Appropriateness (COA).
ÅDevelop, maintain, and update a survey of archeological sites, properties, buildings, structures 

and districts. 
ÅDevelop, establish, and regulate guidelines concerning architectural styles, building materials, 

and so forth for historic sites and within historic districts. 
ÅSeek, apply for, receive, and expend any federal, state or private grant or gift to further the 

purposes of historic preservation.
ÅIncrease public awareness of the value of historic preservation by developing, conducting, and 

participating in public education programs.
